TERMINAL 3: DEPARTURES LEVEL 
TEMPORARY SIDEWALK EXTENSION REMOVED

Work to remove the temporary sidewalk extension and protective pedestrian canopy along 
the Departures Level curbside at Terminal 3 is complete. Guests are now routed back to the 
existing sidewalk and vehicular traffic has re-opened for the innermost drop-off lane.
