In 1976, she got the opportunity to
return to the aviation field when LAWA's
Public and Community Relations Division
advertised for the new position of Airport
Tour Guides.

LAMP Small Business Forum Connects
With Local Businesses

Los Angeles World Airports (LAWA)
hosted a Small Business Enterprise Forum
to encourage local small businesses to
participate in the $5.5-billion Landside
Access Modernization Program (LAMP)
at LAX. More than 550 people attended
the event in July.

The forum was tailored to Los Ange-
les’ local contracting community, giving
attendees an opportunity fo introduce
themselves to interested contractors;
and providing an update on LAMP and
how it will help address traffic conges-
tion and provide better connection to
numerous transportation options at the
airport.

LAMP is designed tfo relieve traffic
congestion within the LAX Central Ter-
minal Area and on surrounding streets,
improve access options and the overall
airport guest experience for travelers,
and connect the airport via a station to
Metro’s light-rail system. Another im-
portant benefit of the building program
will be its ability to help provide jobs in
the community. LAWA's management
affirmed their commitment o make the
local economic impact potential of the
direct and indirect business and job
opportunities from billions of dollars of
upcoming procurement a major legacy
of this construction project.

The plans for LAMP include an Auto-
mated People Mover (APM) that will be
an elevated, 2.25-mile-long, airport-tran-
sit system with six stations for passenger
pick-up and drop-off, pedestrian bridges
to airline terminals, parking garages,
fixed facilities, and a stop connecting
to Metro’s county-wide transit system.
The APM will also connect fo a Consol-
idated Rent-A-Car (ConRAC) facility, for
all airport rental car agencies at one
convenient location, and will be located
adjacent to the 405 San Diego Freeway
in order fo reduce roadway congestion
in and around LAX.There will also be
roadway improvements to enhance
access to the proposed facilities.
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
