A Distributed Antenna System (DAS) is a network of antennas that boosts wireless signals and 
enhances coverage and capacity by capturing, amplifying, and distributing signals for smooth 
connectivity.

DAS equipment installation remains ongoing at other areas, with work scheudled to be 
complete per the following schedule: Parking Structure 7 - April 30; Parking Structure 4 - May 
21; and Terminal 6 Curbside - May 31.
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This map only reflects 
24/7 continuous lane 
closures in the CTA;

construction activities.
