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This project enables the construction of a new ATSAC Hub to replace the existing hub located in
the old Airport Police Headquarters, which must be demolished to facilitate work for the Airfield
and Terminal Modernization Project (ATMP) and other construction at LAX. The ATSAC Hub
supports traffic signals throughout the LAX campus and surrounding roadways and is owned and
operated by LADOT, with LAWA facilitating the relocation of the hub.
