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1. APM Milestone: Final Structural Steel Installed 

• The Automated People Mover Project celebrated a major milestone with the placement of its 
final structural steel  

• The final steel was installed near the Theme Building, pictured below, to finish the base of the 
future Viewing Pavilion at the APM’s East CTA Station; this structure is comprised of more than 
180 tons of steel 

• In total, the Automated People Mover is comprised of more than 9,000 tons of structural steel 
(including pedestrian walkways, stations and terminal vertical cores)

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2. Delta T2 / T3 Construction Progress 

• Work continues on the Delta Sky Way Project including the West Headhouse, Terminal 2 
Concourse and the Terminal 3 / Terminal B (Tom Bradley International Terminal) Connector 

• When the Terminal 3 / Terminal B Connector is finished and open, passengers will be able to 
walk between Terminal 1 and Terminal 8 without leaving security and having to be re-screened 

• The entire $2.3 billion modernization project, which began in April 2019, is scheduled to be 
complete by mid-2023
